The Faculty of Arts is one of the earliest founded at BAU. Closely involved in the academic and professional life of
Lebanon, the faculty combines a long and distinguished history of educational achievement and forward - looking
courses. It counts many distinguished graduates who have held ministerial and other high - ranking positions in the
Arab World amongst its alumni. Starting with the department of Arabic Language & Literature in 1960, it gradually
grew over the years to offer majors in Geography, History, Philosophy, Sociology, Psychology, and English Language
& Literature.

Staying attuned to the latest developments in culture, knowledge, research as well as employment requirements, it
established the department of French Language & Literature in 2002 in order to be part of a growing francophone
environment that offers various job opportunities in Lebanon.

Similarly, in keeping up with the development of professional skills and interdisciplinary studies, a Diploma in
Translation and the departments of Mass Communication and Library & Information System were founded in 2002,
2003 and 2005 respectively. More recently, in 2006, the faculty adopted the credit hour system thereby offering its
students flexibility in course selection and workload.

The faculty has always maintained high academic standards. Its first graduates in 1964 totaled 46 students from five
different countries in comparison to 39,441 students from 44 countries in 2006. This increasing number of students
reflects the development, academically and otherwise, of the faculty.

Program Description

Mandatory Courses

ENGL 103 - Introduction to Poetry (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | s 5\ N V5>sa

This course is an introduction to poetry. A study is made of the elements of poetry (imagery, diction, versification, and
rhythm) as well as patterns of poetic forms. Representative poems from different periods are selected for in-class
analysis.

ENGL 104 - Introduction to Fiction (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | jsasanl ol N V>aa

This course is divided into two parts: The Novel and the Short Story. The part on the Novel includes a detailed analysis
of two English novels with the aim of introducing the student to the broad features of the genre. The student also
studies the Short Story and its components as a literary genre through a close analysis of some nineteenth and
twentieth century short stories written by the major exponents of the form.

ENGL 105 - Introduction to Drama (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | aam ysd) N V520

This is an introductory course which begins with an introduction to terminology and conventions of the genre. Then
an in - depth analysis of two full - length plays is conducted: One by George Bernard Shaw and one by Oscar Wilde.
A play in one act by Chekhov / Gogol will also be studied. Plays will be considered on their own merits and in terms
of the broader movements they helped to define.
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ENGL 106 - English (Listening & Speaking) (2 Cr. : 1 Lec : 4 lab)

(Casg gos) Anlb) 333

The course aims at following the improvement of the level of understanding of texts through listening to different
types of varying degrees of difficulty whether from the linguistic and language point of view or from the point of view
of content and subject. The exercises and questions are of different types and levels to suit each particular type of
text. The discussion in class encourages speaking and understanding English with the help of theoretical material on
stress, intonation and rhythm.

ENGL 107 - English (Reading & Writing) (2 Cr. : 1 Lec : 4 Lab)

(bs)yBy A5S) dyyld) as)

This course aims at teaching and training students to write correctly in English and to develop students' reading skills.
Concerning the writing component, the course trains students in the writing and organization of paragraphs and the
students gradually progress to the organization and writing of complete essays on different topics, using different
rhetorical styles. The reading component, however, is concerned with exercises that involve multiple choice, true and
false and open ended questions that require understanding of authentic and contemporary texts from social sciences
and humanities.

ENGL 108 - British Civilization till the End of the 16th Century (2 Cr. : 2 Lec)

e goalaad) el B AudBRY Blaady

This period covers British civilization until the end of the 16th Century, including political, social, cultural and religious
development. The course covers the following topics: The invasion Britain was subjected to until 1066, Feudalism and
the Middle Ages, The road to Democracy: The Magna Carta and the formation of Parliament, The Renaissance: Europe
and Britain, The Reformation, and The Elizabethan Age.

ENGL 109 - Literary Appreciation (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | ;3%\ agad)
This course offers an introduction to methods of literary analysis. Selected texts in English and American literature are
studied along with some readings in theory and criticism. Literary texts may vary from year to year.

ENGL 111 - Translation (2 Cr. : 3 Lec) | an>y

This course introduces a number of approaches to translation focusing on the communicative / register - based
approach which is adopted in the translation of a number of authentic texts in Arabic and English. Stylistic characteristics
of texts are analyzed before the process of translation begins. The actual translation of texts is attempted, highlighting
the basic translation problems on the textual, grammatical, stylistic, and semantic levels.

ENGL 201 - Drama from the Beginning until the 16th Century (3 Cr. : 3 Lec)

e bl oAl s Adad) pa Al

This course follows the chronological development of English Drama beginning with Morality Plays in the Middle Ages
and moving to Elizabethan playwrights such as William Shakespeare and his contemporary Christopher Marlowe.
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ENGL 202 - Poetry from the 16th till the Beginning of the 20th Century (3 Cr. : 3 Lec)
el el Aday G e o) a0 ey

This course covers the main trends and schools of poetry from the 16th Century until the beginning of the 20th. This
includes the poetry of the Elizabethan Age, Metaphysical poetry, Neo - Classical poetry and Romantic poetry and
Victorian Peotry. A survey of the characteristics of each trend as manifested in representative texts is given in addition
to contextual material.

ENGL 203 - English Civilization from the 17th till the 20th Century (3 Cr. : 3 Lec)

The course deals with the developments and changes that took place in England and Europe in the 17th, 18th,
19th, and 20th Centuries. It covers the following topics: The development of Democracy, the struggle between King
and Parliament, the Civil War, the Glorious Revolution, and the establishment of constitutional monarchy, Political,
intellectual, and social life in England in the 18th Century, the Industrial Revolution, the Enlightenment and Marxism,
the French Revolution, World War | and World War II, the Bolshevik Revolution, the Great Depression in the thirties, the
Spanish Civil War, the Cold War and the intellectual and literary movements in the 20th Century.

ENGL 204 - Introduction to Linguistics (3 Cr. : 3 Lec) | s\se3\W 2 dasaa

This introductory course is a study of language properties, animal and human language, the sound of language,
the sound patterns of language, words and word formation processes, morphology, phrase and sentence grammar,
syntax, semantics, pragmatics, discourse analysis, and language variation. It also touches on L1 and L2 acquisition.

ENGL 205 - The 18th Century English Novel (3 Cr. : 3 Lec)

P el Al b AR Adey)

This course deals with the political, cultural, social and economic conditions that led to the rise and development of
the novel as a literary genre. A detailed analysis is made of the works of 18th Century novelists such as Jonathan
Swift, Daniel Defoe, Henry Fielding and Jane Austen.

ENGL 3017 - The 19th Century Novel (3 Cr. : 3 LeC) | yhse anlsd\ 5yad\ 2 Ad)g,))

This course presents an introduction to the Victorian age, focusing on the intellectual trends of the time. The aim of
the course is to provide students with a solid knowledge of the literary and intellectual atmosphere of the Age through
examining a number of representative novels by Emily Bronte, George Eliot, Charles Dickens, and Henry James.

ENGL 302 - American Literature (3 Cr. : 3 Lec) | 5Sya%\ a2

This course provides a survey of American Literature from the 17th Century until the 20th Century giving an
introduction to major authors who represent the beginning of American literature such as Benjamin Franklin, Cooper,
Emerson, Thoreau, and Hawthorne. It then focuses on trends in the 20th Century. A study is made of the poems of
Emily Dickinson, Robert Frost, Ezra Pound, and T, S, Eliot. The novels of Mark Twain, Henry James, Ernest Hemingway,
and Scott Fitzgerald, as well as one American play, are also studied.
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ENGL 303 - Syntax & Morphology (3 Cr. : 3 Lec) | coS\jg Bpny g0

A comprehensive introduction to structural and generative morphology which serves structural notions of morpheme,
word, word formation processes and morphophonemic. Morphological theory and analysis in contemporary generative
grammar presented involve students in hypotheses formation and testing them against data from English, Arabic
and sometimes other languages. It explores the relationship between the lexicon, morphology, and phonology or
morphology and syntax. Numerous in - text exercises are carried out. The study of syntax gives the basics of sentence
structure and the essentials of syntactic argument. It presents the function - form interference, predicates, arguments
and thematic roles, x bar syntax, movement, substitution and some case studies.

ENGL 304 - Drama in The 17th & 18th Centuries (3 Cr. : 3 Lec)

she ey yhee pabaadd oyl u5 Ayl

This course traces the development of English Drama throughout the 17th and 18th centuries, focusing on Elizabethan
Drama, and the drama of the Restoration period. Representative plays by Shakespeare, Goldsmith, Sheridan and
Congreve are studied for their own merit as well as for their relation to their context.

ENGL 305 - Literary Criticism (3 Cr. : 3 LeC) | ;532\ sas\

This course gives a survey of major critical trends from Classical Criticism until the beginning of the 20th Century
before investigating the main modern critical schools in detail. Plato, Aristotle, and Horace represent Classical
criticism, Sidney represents criticism in the Elizabethan Age, Neo - Classicism is investigated through the writings of
Dryden and Pope, and Coleridge and Wordsworth represent Romanticism. Criticism in the Victorian Age is examined
through the writings of Arold, while T.S, Eliot, I.A, Richards, and F.R, Leavis represent Modern criticism.

ENGL 306 - Reading Language Varieties (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | asg3) <hegss b)yd

Varieties of texts of medium length are treated in the context of current theories of reading which are informed by
research in psycholinguistics, an examination of language variation in English as it relates to geographical, social, and
educational factors covering dialect, accent, Standard English, Pidgin, Creole and English as a lingua franca. Different
texts dealing with various registers such as science, medicine, economics, literature, the language of instructions,
journalese etc. are analyzed and placed within cultural and situational contexts.

ENGL 307 - Metaphysical Poetry (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | jayp sy ys 53
This course presents an analysis of the poetry of Donne, Herbert, Marvell, Herrick, Suckling, Lovelace and Milton.
Representative poems are chosen to show the stylistic as well as aspects and the language used by these poets.

ENGL401 - Semantics & Discourse Analysis (3 Cr. : 3 Lec) | Sa3y  JdBg 2N

Under Semantics conceptual versus associative meaning, semantic features, semantic roles, lexical relations of
synonymy, antonymy, hyponymy, prototypes, homophony, homonomy, polysemy, metonymy and collocations are
covered. In discourse analysis the theory of discourse and its practical relevance is presented. The interest in how
people use real language as opposed to artificially created sentences, insight into how texts are structured beyond
sentence level and how talk follows regular patterns in situations and how intonation operates in communication are
presented, cohesion, coherence, pragmatics, conversational interaction, background knowledge and meaning and
context are also investigated.
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ENGL 402 - Modern Drama (3 Cr. : 3 Lec) | e 7yl

This course firstintroduces modern European playwrights such as the Norwegian playwright Ibsen and the Scandinavian
playwright Strindberg. The course also deals with T.S, Eliot's The Cocktail Party which represents the revival of Drama
in the forties, John Osborne's Look Back in Anger, which represents the movement of the "Angry Young Men" in the
fifties, and finally Samuel Beckett's Waiting for Godot, which represents the Theater of the Absurd.

ENGL 403 - 20th Century Novel (3 Cr. : 3 LeC) | sapissl\ 5yl 2 asg,\

This course is a study of the development of the English novel in the 20th Century, and of the political, economic
and cultural influences that shaped it. The course covers the major narrative techniques prevalent in the Modernist
Movement, represented by the novels of Joseph Conrad, D.H, Lawrence, James Joyce, and Virginia Woolf.

ENGL 404 - Poetry from the Second Half of the 19th Century till the Second Half of the 20th
Century (3 Cr. : 3 Lec)

This course introduces students to English poetry in the Victorian and Modern periods. A study of the influences and
characteristics of each period is made. In the study of the Modern period, special emphasis is given to the revolution
in English poetry and the radical change in form and style that took place in the beginning of the 20th Century. A
critical analysis is made of poems by representatives of the periods, such as Tennyson, Browning, Arnold, Hopkins,
Yeats, T.S, Eliot, Auden, and D. Thomas.

ENGL 405 - Shakespeare (2 Cr. : 2 LeC) | pusss S5

In this course the dramatic background is given to the Elizabethan theater in general and the Shakespearean theater
in particular, including the structure of the stage and the theater, the actors, the producers and patrons. The course
may focus on Shakespeare's Tragedies, historical plays or his representation of women. Choice of focus depends on
instructor.

Elective Courses

ENGL 206 - Translation into Arabic (3 Cr. : 3 Lec) [anysl\ N a2\

This course deals with the translation of authentic English texts of a variety of genres into Arabic. The genres include
literature, journalistic writing, science and technology. The focus is on context and terminology together with translation
problems.

ENGL 207 - Study SkKills (3 Cr. : 3 Lec) | sl ys <\ \ga

The course trains students in the use of encyclopedias and dictionaries whether monolingual or bilingual. It enables
students to organize and deepen their thoughts and enlarge their horizons where ideas are concerned. It also trains
them to deal in an organized fashion with all their subjects and to develop their different language skills. This includes
improving reading efficiency, taking notes, taking part in seminars and class discussions and using the library and
other research facilities.
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ENGL 208 - Seminar for English Majors (3 Cr. : 3 LeC) [ asyd 88\ sasa sl ans
This course provides students with rigorous training in reading and writing with the aim of enhancing students'
critical thinking skills, enriching their vocabulary, and developing their argumentative style. Students are expected
also to work independently on topics assigned by the instructor in order to enhance their research skill.

ENGL 209 - Non - Literary Texts (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | aws\ e ogaas

This course examines a number of non - literary texts, mainly philosophical and critical with emphasis on modern and
contemporary texts. The focus of attention is on the stylistic aspects of the texts and their relation to the presentation
of the message conveyed by these texts. Textual analysis of texts is also informed by a thorough examination of the
social, political, and cultural context.

ENGL 210 - Translation into English (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) [ ayy A58 N aas>

This course deals with the translation of authentic Arabic texts of a variety of genres into English. The genres
include literature, journalistic writing, science, and technology. The focus is on context and terminology together with
translation problems.

ENGL 211 - Advanced Writing (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | ansasa asS

Students write essays on different topics related to argumentation or presentation of concepts and ideas in an
organized manner. This is in addition to descriptive, narrative, reflective, and creative writing. Topics chosen are
related to the students' cultural background as well as current affairs. The ability of students to write academically
and classify and organize ideas is stressed.

ENGL 212 - Phonetics & Phonology (3 Cr. : 3 Lec) I\ >gdg3g2g w\gsa

This course studies the articulatory, and auditory description of sounds in general and English sounds in particular. It
covers topics such as stress, rhythm, and intonation and it offers phonological description in the process. The course
deals with phonemics, distinctive features and an introduction to general phonology.

ENGL 213 - Sociolinguistics (3 Cr. : 3 Lec) | asc\ais) g

An introductory course showing the relation of geographical and social factors to language use. It deals with social
discourse, diversity and uniformity, speech communities, language planning, accents, dialects, dialect boundaries,
Standard English, Bilingualism, English as an international language and a lingua franca. Social class and education,
age and gender, register, jargon, diglossia, and language and culture are also introduced.

ENGL 214 - Introduction to Comparative Literature (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | ;)al) ws®\ 3 Aasas
This course offers a historical survey of comparative literature as a discipline examining the Eurocentric foundations of
the discipline. It also introduces interdisciplinary methods in literary study and culture. Textual comparisons between
Arabic and English texts raise questions of identity, cultural differences and similarities as well as cross - cultural
relations. Texts may vary from year to year.
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ENGL 215 - Classical Heritage (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | JagyMg saaye¥) &\

This course aims to provide students with the background to Western culture and literature. It includes ancient
Greek and Roman Civilizations and covers the historical, cultural, literary, philosophical, and religious aspects as
well as mythology. Special attention is given to the 4th and 5th centuries B.C, since this is the golden age of the
Classical period.

ENGL 308 - Methods of Teaching (2 Cr. : 2 LeC) | ysayssd\ 3y

This is a comprehensive course in methodology for language students. It introduces the students to all key areas
of language teaching methodology: Listening, speaking, reading, grammar, writing, pronunciation, vocabulary, and
learning strategies. Classroom management and interaction, materials development and alternative methods in
language teaching are also treated. Throughout this course, theory and research are illustrated with extracts from
authentic classroom interaction. The course provides a balanced introduction to theory, research, and practice and
presents a survey of different methods of teaching: Audio - lingual, direct, cooperative learning etc...

ENGL 309 - Introduction to Contemporary Critical Theory (2 Cr. : 2 Lec)

bpolsl) An¥) AyBal b Aesdae

This course examines concepts and assumptions present in contemporary views of literature and gives a survey
of major contemporary trends such as hermeneutics, Formalism, Structuralism, Poststructuralism, Psychoanalysis,
Marxism, Post - colonialism and Feminism.

ENGL 310 - American Fiction (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | 5Ssya%\ s\

This course is a study of American fiction, in its shorter and longer forms from the beginnings until the end of the
twentieth century. It starts with the early writers: J.F Cooper, Hawthorne, Melville, then moves on to less studied
writers such as Edith Wharton, Kate Chopin and Faulkner. More up - to - date writers would include: Eudora Welty
and Joyce Carol Oates.

ENGL 406 - Literary Movements (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | anss\ ci\S 3

This course presents a historical survey of the major literary movements and their historical and philosophical context.
The movements studied are Romanticism, Neo - Classicism, Realism, Naturalism, Modernism, and Postmodernism.
Representative texts are chosen for detailed analysis of the characteristics of each of these movements.

ENGL 407 - Romantic Poetry (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | josi\agy)\ ysial\

This course presents the philosophical background to Romanticism, together with the critical writings of Wordsworth.
Representative poems by Coleridge, Wordsworth, Shelley, Keats, and Byron are analyzed in detail to show the
characteristics, concerns, and assumptions of Romanticism.

ENGL 408 - Contemporary World Fiction (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | yo\s)y  Alsl\ sl

This course introduces students to contemporary intellectual movements that have influenced cross - cultural relations
in the second half of the 20th Century. Works by Anita Desai, Paulo Coelho, Chinua Achebe and Kazuo Ishiguro are
studied.
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ENGL 409 - American Drama (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | ;S a4\ Tl

This course traces the history of American drama from its beginnings until the latter half of the twentieth century.
An in - depth study of several plays by O'Neill, touching on his different phases, is followed by a study of Tennessee
Williams, Edward Albee and Arthur Miller. Other suggestions could include later writers such as: Lorraine Hansberry
and Neil Simon.

University Requirement Mandatory Course

ENGL 001 - English Language (2 Cr. : 2 Lec) | ayy ASSR\ as\W

A general course that enhances language skills and provides coverage of basic grammar, vocabulary, reading,
and writing for foundation students. It deals with basic competence in reading, through exercises on getting main
ideas, guessing meaning from context, understanding details, predicting and inferencing. Writing development from
paragraph to composition, proceeding through writing and developing of topics sentences, supporting sentences and
paragraph writing is the focus of the course. Writing and reading build vocabulary through exercises and dictionary
use and cloze exercises. The latter develop grammar where the use of nouns, verbs, adjectives and adverbs, transition
signals, the reconstructing of sentences and main and subordinating clauses is practiced.
